Ç My practice as a painter involves taking a wry look at the romance of popular culture. My underlying concerns 
being escapism, wish fulfilment and the mythology of fame. Embedded beneath these are questions about 
differences between the public and private self, which are manifested in a dark depiction of everyday life, and a 
wistful longing for an impossibly romantic reality. This is all presented from my own personal perspective, 
drawing on both real and imagined memories of childhood and Englishness. 
My paintings usually form bodies of work or ÒstoriesÓ which may be combined with other elements such as 
installation and film to create a kind of narrative, ÔscatterÕ aesthetic. Events from popular culture often become 
shared fictions, which become easier to relate to than real life. In my work these fictions collide with everyday 
realities to form these ÒstoriesÓ. The source material for my paintings is photographic - both my own and found. 
This photographic source remains apparent in the final work conveying either the snapshot moment of 
awkwardness, or the carefully composed tension of the publicity image. È

ÒThe boredom of everyday life is punctuated by episodes of escapism. The most easily accessible escapist 
experience for most people is provided by film Ð 90 min slices of someone elseÕs life.  
 
I decided to keep a diary of all the films that I watched, selecting one image from each to make into a small 
painting titled with a perfunctory explanation of what is happening in the image. Thereby providing a record of 
what it was that drew me in and kept me rapt. This could be viewed as one of those arbitrary un-scientific 
exercises that artists indulge in. But as with any recording of everyday events the choices that I make say 
something about me and probably define me at this moment as much as anything could.Ó

ÒThe life size silhouettes of the artist Delaine Le Bas first took form on fabric for Gynaikonitides an installation 
created for The Fabric Of Myth (Compton Verney 2008, The Fabric Of Myth ISBN 978-0-9552719-4-6). These 
first personages were taken from The Rape Of The Sabine Women by Poussin. Captured in time and without 
visible recognisable traits these figures are the artist but could be anyone. Maybe "Goddess" maybe "Crone" with 
no physical detail other than the outline of the artist, they are constant, the artist's hair is the same, the dress is the 
same. Age disappears within these lines. The application and choice of colour is varied but the artist is suspended 
forever "on the run". The figures have become a recognisable symbol of the artists vocabulary appearing within 
various installations since 2008. 
 
For Face to Face the artist is presenting 3 full size fabric figures and three works on paper of the artist's head, the 
number three relating to the works in the following way: 
'The triple Goddess, in her aspects of Mother, Maiden and Crone, seems to be even more ancient.'  Goddess - 
Mother Of Living Nature by Adele Getty, Thames and Hudson ISBN 0-500-81033-8 
The fabric figures are running. Are they running towards something in eager anticipation? or are they in flight, 
their hands outreached in fear trying to escape? The paper works are a more recent development within the artist's 
practice which involve automatic drawing and written work which then has a 2D drawing of the artists head drawn 
over this already created imagery.  Whatever falls within these drawn lines colour is worked within these spaces. 
This enables the works to take on a different role to those of the figures, a portrait of a different kind. A 
psychedelic  2D fragment of thoughts of the artist within the 3D space of the figure's head in 2D form.Ó
